Dear Friends at Zion and of the German-Language Ministry, 
 
What a joy it was to celebrate Zion’s German Christmas service once again! 
And now it’s New Year 2010. But a new church year started already with Ad-
vent, the season we prepared for the promised Savior. With His coming, we 
march to a deeper beat—Christ, the center of human time, of God’s salvation-
history and of our personal stories. As Pr. Miles wrote in the last Star: Christ-
mas begins in the heart of God, and it begins in our hearts and flows to oth-
ers. The joy of that Good News nothing can destroy! 
 
The season of Epiphany, beginning January 6 
with the feast of the Magi, amplifies that Good 
News. Magi from the East follow the Star, find 
the true King of the Jews and worship him. This 
“Christmas of the Gentiles” signals how Jesus’ 
entire life and ministry of preaching, teaching, 
and healing wondrously carry out God’s Mission 
for the world, to and through his disciples and to and through us. What a call-
ing, what a mission! 
 
Segue to Zion. At Zion’s start in 1889, the mission was “to gather the scat-
tered Lutherans into congregations,” and to preach and teach among German 
immigrants.* Like our entire German-language Synod, we in effect became an 
enclave church. But through the turmoil of two World Wars, God prompted us 
to use also English, and in time He has been leading us to expand our mis-
sion in ever more diverse ministries. It is a challenging mission—God’s work 
in progress!—seeking to be faithful to the Gospel in our Lutheran tradition, 
and to our people’s varied callings, gifts and needs. 
 
Our German-language ministry is a vital part of that mission. Recall how shep-
herds heard the Good News, hurried to see, and then just had to tell to others! 
That is a telling model for us all.  God’s living Word this Epiphany season 
promises inspiration and challenge for His mission for each day.  Let’s not 
miss a word!
