of Holy Communion? The pastor has the privilege of administering, in behalf of the congregation, what
we in the Lutheran Church call the “Office of the Keys” given by Christ to His followers as recorded in
John 20, “If you forgive the sins of any, they are forgiven; if you retain the sins of any, they are retained.”
When the Pastor says, “I forgive you all your sin in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Spirit,” he does so “in the name and in the stead of my Lord Jesus Christ.” Accordingly, the forgive-

ness of sins pronounced by the Pastor is Christ’s forgiveness, administered according to His command
(this from John 20 and also Matthew 18). What if a person is not truly repentant but only says the words
in Confession? Are their sins forgiven? Of course not! You can fool the pastor, but you cannot fool God.
God searches the heart; He knows if Confession is genuine or not. Galatians 6:7 - “Be not deceived, God
is not mocked.” Next time we will answer the question, “What do Lutherans Believe about repentance.” -
